9:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. Divide your watering
cycle into shorter periods to eliminate runoff.
Check your irrigation system frequently, and adjust
sprinklers for overspray.

Use a layer of organic
mulch around plants to
reduce evaporation and
save hundreds of gallons
g of water a year. Use drip
irrigation for shrubs and trees to apply water
directly to the roots, where it's needed. Water
your plants deeply but =
less frequently to create
healthier and stronger
landscapes. Remember to
weed your lawn and garden
regularly. Weeds compete
with other plants for
nutrients, light and water.
